In Luke 18, Jesus tells a story of two men: a pharisee and a tax
collector.
- In what ways do you relate to the pharisee?
o How has pride led you astray and miss the truth
about yourself?

- In what ways do you relate to the tax collector?
o Are you listening to the phone call of reality
concerning your WISP?
(WISP - wounded, imperfect, sinful people)
= How so?
o Why does the tax collector mourn?
